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PART 1 - INTRODUCTORY PROVISIONS 

Short title 

1.1 This Act may be cited as the Annual Budget Act, 2024-2025. 

Executive oversight 

1.2 The member of the Executive holding the finance portfolio is responsible for the 
executive oversight of this Act. 

Definitions 

1.3 Words or expressions defined in the Financial Administration Act that are also used in 
this Act will, except where the context requires otherwise or is otherwise indicated, have 
the same meaning as those words or expressions defined in the Financial Administration 
Act. 

Adoption of annual budget 

1.4 The annual budget attached as Schedule 1 is adopted for the 2024-2025 fiscal year. 

Specific purpose revenue 

1.5 (a) Subject to subsection (b), if during the 2024-2025 fiscal year the Toquaht Nation 
receives revenue for a specified purpose and that revenue and the associated 
expenses for the specified purposes are not budgeted for in Schedule 1, upon 
receipt of that revenue, the director of operations may, by order, amend 
Schedule 1 by 

(i) adding additional revenue in an amount equal to the revenue received for 
the specified purpose, and 

(ii) adding additional expenses in the amounts equal to the anticipated 
expenditures required to carry out the specified purposes. 

(b) The revenue contemplated in this section may not be revenue received from a 
Toquaht institution or a Toquaht corporation. 

Commencement 

1.6 This Act comes into force on April 1st, 2024.

NEW FUNDING FOR PRE-APPROVED BUDGETS
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The Administration Department embraces the Toquaht Nation Vision and supports other Toquaht
government departments and Toquaht citizens to ensure this vision is achieved.

Administration
  The Administration ensures the day to day operations of the TNG are effectively and efficiently managed in
  accordance with approved laws, regulations, and policies.  The admin department covers general operating
  costs and supports the financial administration of the government.  To enhance citizen engagement and
  access to information, resources have been allocated to support ongoing communication efforts.

Records & Registries
  Strong data and records management is an essential component of effective and efficient governance.  This
  department will support the function of the law clerk, including the management of the citizen registry,
  databases, and all official records.

Governance
  This department supports the operations of the political branches of government: the People's Assembly,
  Council and Executive.  Our culture, as expressed in the four guiding principles, supports decision-making
  as we work toward the implementation of the Nation's vision.  Resources have been allocated to support the
  goals and strategies outlined in the Strategic Plan to build government capacity.  This includes training and
  onboarding for leadership and committee members, the continued review of legislation, and support for
  ḥaʔw̓iiḥ in preparing for the future governance of the Nation.  Additional resources have been allocated to
  support the 2023 election.

Capacity Action Plan
  To ensure all our obligations are met and to continue to work toward the objectives outlined in the Strategic
  Plan TNG must grow its administration and increase capacity. This department will support the development
  and implementation of new job descriptions, and the recruitment and onboarding of new employees in a 
  manner that is flexible and responsive to a challenging market.  The ongoing implementation of the
  management capacity plan is also supported here.

Economic Development
  Growing the Toquaht Economy was identified as a priority in the Strategic Plan, with the goal of sufficiently
  resourcing the office of economic development.  This department will support the services of a professional
  economic development officer to further the achievement of the Nation's vision.

Implementation
  The TNG is committed to implementing the many obligations arising from the Maa-nulth Treaty, while also
  exploring opportunities.  To maximize efficiencies, much work is done collectively with other Maa-nulth
  Nations, as coordinated by the Maa-nulth Treaty Society.  The MTS supports a broad scope of work including
  negotiations with BC and Canada on issues related to resource harvesting, groundwater, fiscal matters, 
  environmental assessments of major projects, and more.  This department also supports legislation
  development.  During the 2023-24 fiscal year we plan on considering amendments to ensure Toquaht laws
  are aligned with Toquaht objectives, as well as the changing legal landscape in BC.

Admin Decisions Review Board
  To support Toquaht Nation's efforts to provide transparent and accountable government, the Administrative
  Decisions Review Board (ADRB) is an entity set up to resolve disputes with, and complaints against, the
  Toquaht Administration that cannot be resolved by the parties informally.  The ADRB is made up of 3
  appointed individuals, none of whom are Toquaht citizens.

ADMINISTRATION CORE DEPARTMENTS
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Fiscal Policy Process Assessments
  These resources flowed from Canada's Budget 2018 commitment to
  self-governing indigenous governments and are earmarked for assessments
  required to facilitate fiscal negotiations with Canada and BC.

Mamook Natural Resources
  TNG is in discussions with BC and various lawyers and consultants as we work towards
  divesting our interest in Mamook.

BC Gaming
  In 2019, the Province of BC committed to sharing gaming resources with FNs
  for 25 years.  The amount in this department represents an estimate as our
  share differs from year to year depending on BC gaming profits.

Major Project Benefits
  TNG has the treaty right to benefit from any economic activity that occurs
  within our territory (including the marine domestic harvest area).  In asserting
  this right, TNG may enter into agreements with project proponents, Canada or BC. 
  Any revenues generated from these agreements flows through this department.
  Resources not used for project assessments will be deferred for future activities 
  or programs.

Specific Claims - Maggie Lake
  Toquaht Nation has put forward a Specific Claim against Canada regarding the
  loss of reserved-based fishing rights.

WIPG (TMX) Due Diligence
  Canada is looking to divest the Transmountain Pipeline to the 33 affected First Nations.
  Four groups have put forward proposals with models on what this could look like.
  Toquaht and the other Maa-nulth Nations have signed up with WIPG to explore this
  possibility, with 100K received to complete due diligence research.  No commitment
  or decision has been made and there are no strings attached to the money.  This
  project is on hold until Canada instructs otherwise.

Our mandate is to provide services to improve the health of t̓uk̓ʷaaʔatḥ across the lifespan.  This includes the
ongoing administration of health programs including patient travel, community nursing, and mental health.

Child and Family Wellness
  We are building and expanding our child and family wellness supports.  This year we plan on focusing on
  mental health, culture, and healthy activities for families from a prevention lens.  We want to ensure families
  have the tools and supports they need so that t̓uk̓ʷaaʔatḥ children and youth are not at risk from the negative
  effects of colonization.  This means supporting the whole family and helping parents meet the needs of 
  their children.  Culture is an important part of building resiliency in families and so we will be sending out
  mini-culture kits to children in 2024.  We have a mental health and child/family worker who can provide
  one-on-one support in and out of community, and who can connect citizens local support where the family
  resides.  We also support the annual Tlu-pitch games and try our best to sponsor a few youths to attend the
  Gathering our Voices youth conference.

Education & Training
  TNG has revised its K-12 and post-secondary policies to be more inclusive and better meet the diverse needs
  of Toquaht learners.  
  The post-secondary policy was implemented last April and has provided more financial support as well as
  improving emotional and mental support so students will be successful.  We increased this year's budget for
  the post-secondary book and costs for private tutors and can cover and/or reimburse the costs of transportation
  including parking.  We have increased the budget to the Youth Recreation Fund to include all youth and not
  subject to students only.  We have a dedicated Education Coordinator to provide one-on-one support to
  students.

Ciiqciiqasa (Language)
  t̓uk̓ʷaaʔatḥ are committed to revitalizing our language by preserving, learning, and teaching nuučaan̓uł
  through the practices of speaking, thinking, hearing and seeing.  This year we will be continuing weekly language
  gatherings and incorporating language activities more thoughtfully into our regular programming.  In addition,
  inviting Yuułuʔiłʔatḥ language group regularly to increase our fluency.
 
Culture
  Practicing our culture is vital to t̓uk̓ʷaaʔatḥ wellbeing.  We offer Comfort, Culture, and Wellness programs
  that include culture group sessions at Macoah and in Port Alberni.  We want to provide citizens with
  opportunities to be on t̓uk̓ʷaaʔatḥ lands and will be doing some land-based programs that focus on health and
  healing.  Introduction of Uu-stak-yuu to citizens and community to work collaboratively to strengthen our own
  traditional health and wellness services, and to support our growth.

Citizen Services
  We continue to offer our monthly Elders group at Macoah.  This year we plan to sponsor 3-4 elders to attend
  the Elder's Gathering in summer 2024.  We have implemented new programs that support Elder health and 
  safety by making minor modifications to their homes so they can live independently for longer.  In terms of
  mental health and well-being, we have a Mental Health Outreach Worker who will be offering one-on-one
  support and group activities to support mental, emotional, and spiritual well-being.  We are actively decreasing
  barriers for citizens who want to improve their health through addictions recovery.  Lastly, we are inviting
  alternative health service providers to offer acupuncture, trauma-informed yoga and chiropractor services
  to Macoah.

The mandate of the Department of Lands and Resources is to manage, administer and plan for
Toquaht Nation Lands. 

Lands Administration

  The Lands & Resources department is responsible for the administration of all licences and
  dispositions relating to Toquaht lands, including the maintenance of lands records and registries
  We support sustainable development by balancing use and conservation of resources in the
  ḥaaḥuułi.  We continue to increase signage,  taking care to add cultural and language components.
  throughout Toquaht lands.  We will continue updating the Official Community Plan and develop
  and implement a Business Licensing system.

Domestic Harvest & Resources

  Managing and monitoring fisheries, wildlife, and migratory bird activities in the ḥaaḥuułi is critical
  to good resource management.  We continue to monitor wildlife populations on land and sea, such
  as deer, elk, herring and clam and will assist Yuułuʔiłʔatḥ with their elk translocation efforts.  The
  Lands & Resources department manages both the Nation and citizen's harvesting activities.  Our
  goal is to support access to traditional foods and honour Toquaht culture.  We strive to harvest
  and distribute as much of our allocated fish species as possible in accordance with our Fish
  Distribution Policy.  We continue to develop stream restoration plans in partnership with Redd
  Fish Restoration (formerly West Coast Forest Society).

Marine Stewardship

  The marine stewardship continues to grow this year.  The Marine Stewardship Technician was 
  hired to enhance the monitoring and management activities of marine and terrestrial resources,
  and to support enforcement.  We are developing and implementing an inventory of stream
  restoration and salmon enhancement that can be used to prioritize projects within our ḥaaḥuułi.
  We are maintaining a presence on the lands and seas and coordinating with enforcement agencies.
  We also assist with conducting surveys of wildlife populations on land and sea and with the 
  domestic harvesting for distribution to citizens.

TSL Logging

  Resources here are provided to monitor tree planting programs on TSL and for road maintenance
  as needed.

Old IT Lands

  In 2020 TNG purchased 5 parcels of lands from Mosaic (formally Island Timberlands) that have
  now been added to our TSL.  This department pays for the debt servicing on those lands.  To date,
  this expenditure has been covered by the treaty loan reimbursement provided by Canada.

Asset Management (AM) is the continuous process of making informed capital and operational decisions about assets to
deliver services in a way that considers current and future levels of service, manages risks and opportunities, and lifecycle
costs to make the best use of the Nation's resources.

Asset Management
  With the creation of a new department, coordination between Finance and Assets will be high priority.  New software is
  being sought to better track expenses to each specific asset along with a GIS database.  With this in place, TNG will be in a
  good place to better plan and save for future growth, repair and maintenance, and replacement of assets.

  New assets to track in the new fiscal year include the extension of the water and sewer to Secret Beach Campground,
  t̓uk̓ʷaaʔatḥiic hišimyiły̓ak  (new community hall), 12 room Macoah Lodge, washroom facility, outdoor playground, and
  the Marine Stewardship/Public Works building.

  New staff positions have been requested to maintain rental housing, landscaping (including installing fences and building
  sheds), and to start code compliance requirements such as regular checks on emergency exit lighting, fire extinguishers,
  smoke/C02 detectors, etc.  Staff are required to ensure assets and infrastructure are maintained and repaired as needed.

  TNG is investing future funding towards the eventual replacement of assets and infrastructure at a good rate.

Public Works
  The public works department is certified thru the EOCP to operate and maintain both the water and wastewater treatment
  facilities.  These systems saw a large expansion into Secret Beach Campground along with a new larger water tank and will
  require full-time attention of the certified staff.

  Continued water and sewer outfall testing is required and is monitored by staff.  Having safe, potable water for the Macoah
  community is essential.  Water testing will be in conjunction with requirements from FNHA while sewer testing will be in 
  conjunction with Provincial regulations.  Both water and wastewater treatment facilities will also receive updated
  connectivity by switching from Explore to Starlink.  More certified staff are required and may be sought in future fiscal
  years and for retirement or staff transitioning planning.  With additional staff, the need for more vehicles is also needed.

  External contracts will be in place for electrician and PLC services for both water and wastewater treatment plants, Macoah
  road grading, roadside brushing and water intake clearing.

Rental Housing
  Toquaht Nations is committed to providing safe and affordable housing to citizens.  All units are currently filled with tenants.
  Quarterly inspections of HRV/HVAC systems will be in place along with annual inspections and battery replacements in the
  smoke/C02 detectors.  Minor repairs and maintenance will be conducted as needed.  A small supply of hot water tanks may
  be required as the current tanks are nearing 7 years old.  We have also seen an increase in appliance failures, so new
  appliances will be purchased as required.

Internet
  For the 2024-25 fiscal year, TNG will continue to provide internet to Macoah residents free of charge.  The Connected 
  Coast project is on-going which will secure fibre optic connections for Macoah and Secret Beach and will greatly improve
  connectivity on Toquaht lands.

Emergency Management
  Toquaht Nation is committed to providing Macoah citizens with certainty of trained personnel for a variety  of emergency
  situations.  Holisitic Emergency Preparedness & Response is providing quarterly training for the MET and EOC teams while
  also providing state of the art equipment.  Training for the MET team will include helicopter cross-training with external
  agencies (Squadron 447/Comox, WISAR).

  This year we will be setting up a new muster station and cleaning out old containers, utilizing 2 new containers.  These 
  containers hold emergency supplies for the community.

  Two events we will be hosting within Macoah include the Hike to High Ground and Great Shake Out Earthquake Drill.

  The objective for 2023-24 is to complete data collection and archival storage.  We also want to update all Investigative
  Permits currently issued by BC to ensure those permits are in good standing.  Additionally, we intend to complete
  preliminary research into the potential to use a site like Lucky Creek to generate hydrogen for use in fuel cell technology.

Secret Beach Marina
  The objective for this fiscal year is to complete all required annual maintenance, as well as to install additional lighting
  including one more navigation light.  It is also necessary to meet with BC to negotiate the annual rental payment that will
  be made to BC for the marina's foreshore lease.

Macoah Water Reservoir
  The construction is now underway.  The objective for 2023-24 is to complete construction and have the new reservoir fully
  operational by the end of 2023-24.

New Government Building
  The objective for the 2023-24 fiscal will be to complete and final revisions that Toquaht may request on the detail design
  and then proceed to 100% final design.  The second objective will be to pursue all funding opportunities that may be
  identified with the objective of starting construction early in the 2024-25 fiscal year.
  
Macoah Lodge

  The Macoah Lodge is being constructed to support citizens in connecting to Toquaht land.  It will include 12 units of

  different configurations that will be available to citizens for short term stays when coming home to visit or to participate

  in TNG activities.  The objective for 2023-24 is to complete the procurement process and proceed to construction, which

  we anticipate will be completed this fiscal.  This project was fully funded by Canada under the 2019 self-governing

  indigenous governments gaps closing initiative.  

Public Works Yard
  The PW yard will also house the marine stewardship program.  The new building will include office space and storage for
  vehicles and equipment.  The objective for 2023-24 will be to install the site services and begin construction.  This building
  may be completed by the end of the 2023-24 fiscal year.

Macoah Public Washroom
  The public washroom will be situated next to the playground, near the new community building.  Construction will begin
  in Q1 and be completed before the end of the 2023-24 fiscal year.

Macoah Playground
  The plan for the playground includes the installation of outdoor exercise equipment and a jungle gym for kids.  The
  objective is to create a family friendly space that will support outdoor recreation.  The playground will be completed before
  the end of the fiscal year.

 "Old" Toquaht Bay Campsite Remediation
  The objective for 2023-24 is to complete negotiations with BC regarding the "Forest Tenure Opportunities Agreement"
  (FTOA) and a "Remediation Agreement".  We also intend to complete the construction of the storm water management
  system that was designed for the new sawmill area in 2022-23.

Secret Beach Off-Site Services
  The installation of the sewer and water lines from Macoah to Secret Beach is substantially completed.  The objectives for
  2023-24 will be to complete the extension of the BC Hydro line to Secret Beach and to complete the construction of the
  sanitary pump chamber.
 
 Secret Beach Development
  The objective for 2023-24 will be to complete the construction of "Phase 1" on-site works.  That will include complete
  servicing of Areas 4, 5, and 6, as well as the first section of Area 3 roads to the location of the sanitary pump station.
  This will also provide all services required for the construction of the new Toquaht Government Building.

New Houses at Macoah
  The objective for 2023-24 will be to complete the construction of the two 3-bedroom and one 4-bedroom homes
  currently under construction at Macoah.

Regalia Retrofit
  This project is fully funded by the Heritage Infrastructure Program and will be completed this fiscal year.  This will include
  the design and installation of climate control equipment in the regalia room at the new community building as well as the
  design and construction of several custom built display cases for various Toquaht artifacts.

Section 38 Subdivision Expansion (Homelands)
  One of the key recommendations from the 2021 KWL Climate Adaptation report was to consider a long-term strategy to
  move some of Toquaht's major infrastructure out of the Tsunami Inundation Zone at Macoah and relocate some of this
  infrastructure to the higher ground on the property next to Macoah.  This Scope of Work will complete the preliminary
  and detailed design for the roads and infrastructure that facilitate that move.

IFI NRCAN Sawmill
  TNG received funding from the Indigenous Forestry Initiative (IF) funding agreement to support the development of a new
  sawmill.  The entire scope of work will be carried out this fiscal.  This will include the site preparation for the new sawmill
  next to the Toquaht Bay log sort, construction of the storm water settlement ponds, and the purchase of a sawmill
  building.  This funding agreement with IFI expires on March 31, 2024.

Briefing Note re Proposed Amendments to 
Macoah Zoning and Structures Act 

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

Section 13.14.6 of the Maa-nulth Treaty required Toquaht Nation to adopt an official community 
plan within ten years of the effective date. In accordance with that provision, Toquaht Nation 
adopted an official community plan under the Official Community Plan Act, TNS 1/2016 (the 
“current OCP”). Council is considering replacement of the current OCP with a new official 
community plan (the “new OCP”).1 

Zoning laws build upon and add detail to official community plans. Toquaht Nation zoning laws 
must be consistent with the Toquaht Nation official community plan, as the overarching plan for 
Toquaht lands and Toquaht foreshore. To date, Toquaht Nation has only enacted one zoning law, 
the Macoah Zoning and Structures Act, TNS 3/2018 (the “MZSA”). 

Council intends to enact the new OCP on or around March 28th. Given this timeline, this Briefing 
Note recommends interim amendments to the MZSA – for enactment on the same day as the new 
OCP – to address inconsistencies between the new OCP and the MZSA. Our recommended 
amendments are organized into two categories: (1) technical amendments and (2) objective-
based amendments. 

As the MZSA only applies to Macoah and the new OCP contemplates a larger Homelands area 
than the current OCP, we also recommend commencing work on a new zoning law in the near-
term that applies to all Homelands and refines permitted uses and building requirements on 
Homelands. Over time, we recommend enacting zoning laws that apply to all Toquaht lands and 
Toquaht foreshore. 

TECHNICAL AMENDMENTS 

The following is a list of technical inconsistencies between the new OCP and the MZSA, or 
areas where the MZSA imposes more rigid requirements than contemplated in the new OCP, that 
we recommend addressing before the new OCP is adopted:

• Maximum Lot Coverage – The new OCP provides that the maximum lot coverage for 
homes is 40%, whereas the MZSA provides that the maximum lot coverage is 25% for 
single family homes and 30% for two family homes.2  
 

• Landscaping Requirements – The new OCP provides that landscaping should “focus” 
on native plants – which seems to leave room for non-native plants – whereas the MZSA 
prohibits the use of invasive species in landscaping.3  
 

• Foreshore Permitted Uses and Structures – The MZSA restricts the use of foreshore 
fronting Macoah to hunting and fishing, recreation and commercial guiding and only 
permits temporary secondary structures covering a maximum of 1% of the lot, whereas 
the new OCP Act permits shoreline stabilization devices in certain instances and provides 
that structures are “discouraged” without specifying a maximum lot coverage4 
 

• Sensitive and Hazard Areas – The new OCP identifies four new sensitive and hazards 
areas – environmentally sensitive areas, culturally sensitive areas, coastal hazards and 
steep slope hazards – with specified requirements that are not currently reflected in the 
MZSA, including setback requirements and flood mitigation requirements.5  
 

• Land Use Designations – The new OCP contains four categories of land use 
designations (Homelands, Protected, Working and Foreshore) whereas the current OCP 
contains five categories of land use designations (Traditional Use, Resort, Open Space, 
Economic Development and Homelands), and several provisions in the MZSA refer to 
the land use designations in the current OCP. 

OBJECTIVE-BASED AMENDMENTS 

The following are a few areas where the MZSA may not align with the objectives of the new 
OCP Act: 

• Housing – The new OCP emphasizes the importance of housing. The management 
objectives for Homelands include supporting citizens’ housing needs, encouraging a 
diversity of housing options to meet a range of needs, and anticipating and meeting future 
housing needs.6 Policy objectives include recognizing citizen housing as a critical goal, 
encouraging accessible housing for Elders and individuals with limited mobility, and 
encouraging new housing to allow for multiple generations in the same home.7 Finally, 
the building design and siting recommendations for residential and commercial 
development include the following:

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A range of housing types may be considered, including single-family detached houses, 
single-family detached houses with suite(s), attached duplexes on a common lot or 
separated by a party wall on the lot line, tandem duplexes (front/back on lot), and tandem 
houses (front/back on lot) separated by a courtyard.8 

In contrast, the MZSA is fairly inflexible in respect of housing. Most notably, there is no 
zoning for multiple-family housing that accommodates more than two families.9 Instead, 
the MZSA expressly states that a lot in zoning district R2 may only have one, and not 
more than one, of a single-family or two-family dwelling.10 Further examples of 
inflexibility include the following: 

o a building must not be located on the same lot as another building, and a secondary 
building or structure must not contain a dwelling;11 

o a secondary suite is permitted in a single-family dwelling only if it meets the BC 
Building Code and certain floor area, bedroom and perimeter wall requirements;12 

o access to every unit in a multiple-family dwelling13 must be from a common hallway 
or walkway and must be located to avoid the necessity of a person passing with 3.65 
metres of a window of a habitable room of any other unit, unless effective screening 
protects the privacy of that room;14 and 

o the requirements in respect of residential floor area, width and depth for apartments, 
single and multiple-family dwellings, and mobile homes.15 
 

• Home-Based Businesses – The new OCP emphasizes the importance of home-based 
businesses. One management objective for Homelands is the support of home-based 
businesses. Policy objectives include encouraging and supporting citizen-owned home-
based businesses, particularly in respect of businesses that promote recreation, cultural 
learning and opportunities for youth. 

The MZSA, on the other hand, establishes strict rules around home-based businesses. In 
particular, it sets a very short list of what may be permitted as a home occupation. It also 
restricts how those home occupations may be conducted. Further examples of 
inflexibility include the following:  

o a permitted use may only be carried out in an enclosed building, storage yard, parking 
area or loading facility;  

o restrictions on the use, size and location of secondary buildings;  
o restrictions on the operation of bed and breakfasts; and 
o restrictions in respect of caretaker dwellings.

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• Toquaht Culture – The new OCP emphasizes the promotion of Toquaht culture. Policy 
objectives include establishing Macoah as the focus for teaching language and culture, 
and incorporating art, carving and nuučaan̓uł design into community buildings, structures 
and planning.16 As well, the cultural protection guidelines state that building design 
should celebrate and express Toquaht culture,17 and residential and commercial 
development guidelines encourage the following:  
 
o incorporation of art, carving and nuučaan̓uł traditional architecture and materials; 
o the use of cedar and natural materials as building cladding;  
o all signage being developed with a common theme in mind; and 
o the use of wood facing for all signs.18 
 
In contrast, the MSZA only speaks to cultural design elements in the provisions 
governing signage, encouraging a “consistent Toquaht theme” and “carved wooden 
signs”.19 

As an interim measure to ensure the MZSA does not hinder the objectives of the new OCP, we 
recommend adding broad authority in the MZSA for the Executive to approve a use or structure 
or impose a requirement, if the use, structure or requirement are consistent with the objectives of 
the new OCP. 

FUTURE ZONING LAWS 

The old OCP only applied the “Homelands” designation to, and the MZSA currently only applies 
to, District Lot 2197.20 The new OCP, however, would extends the “Homelands” designation to 
lands west of District Lot 2197 towards Makii Lake, as well as north and northwest towards 
Secret Beach.21 The new OCP notes that additional planning and feasibility work is required to 
reflect this change, including a detailed neighborhood plan and a new subdivision area on higher 
ground, above the coastal hazard area”.22  

Completing the necessary planning and feasibility work before March 28th, the planned date for 
adopting the new OCP, is not possible. As such, we recommend commencing work on a new 
Homelands zoning law after the new OCP is in place, and over time enacting zoning laws that 
apply to all Toquaht lands and Toquaht foreshore.

1.2 The member of the Executive holding the lands, public works and environmental 
protection portfolio is responsible for the executive oversight of this Act.

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(iii) the cost of operating and maintaining that sewer extension relative 
to the revenues from buildings or structures serviced by that sewer 
extension. 

(c) If a sewer extension application is in relation to a parcel of Toquaht 
foreshore, 

(i) the director must not approve the application without the prior 
approval of the Executive, and 

(ii) the director must deny the application if, in the opinion of the 
Executive, that parcel is not suitable for a sewer extension. 

(d) As soon as practicable after receipt of a sewer extension application, 
together with the applicable application fee, the director must deliver in 
accordance with Toquaht law to the applicant notice of the director’s 
decision on the application.”;
